More than 160 terrorists
have been killed

DEALING with the threats that

terrorism had posed fo
Rhodesia in the last four years,
the Minister of Defence, Mr.
J. H. Howman, said recently that
{0 date more than 160 terrorists
had been killed. A considerably
greater number had surrendered
or been captured and some had
fled over the border.

Our forces had suffered 12 killed
and 30 wounded. One South
African policeman had been killed
and two died in the Valley. Two
Security Force men had been
accidentally killed on service, It
was a heavy price fo pay but
looked at in the cold light of
military operations it reflected an
extraordinarily favourable balance.

This success had been achieved
becanse of the competence,
efficiency and dedication to duty
of the Security Forces; the
co-operation between all elements
of our forces and the support of
our African people.

“All this has gone now, and I never
cease to be amazed at the number of
Africans who still come forward and
thank Government for restoring
peace and normality to them. This, 1
would submit, adds up to a very credit-
able performance. You don'’t read much
about it in your newspapers, of course,

The Prime Minister concluded: *I
have great confidence in the good
common sense of our Rhodesian elec-
torate, As I have said before, the vast
majority (80 per cent.) you can rely on;

As long as that
sensible body of 80 per cent. stands
firm, the extremists will go overboard
and fade into oblivion.

“What I am presceribing to you is a
continuation of the traditional Rho-
desian policy, which we know so well;
it protects the other chap’s position and
it also protects yours. There is plenty
of room in Rhodesia for both to live,
without the need to tread on one
another's toes. What more do you
want? Indeed, where could you find it
better anywhere else in this world?”

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Mining expansion creates a new

seat in Cabinet

The expansion of the mining industry
in Rhodesia has been the most

promising feature of the economy since
independence, [

The value of mineral production in
1967 was £33.3 million compared with
only £23.7 million in 1963. It is confi-
dently expected that a new record will
be established in 1968 and that the
target of £100 million can be achieved
in the 70s.

It has been known for years that
Rhodesia contained a vast storehouse
of precious metals and minerals. Now
that heritage is being exploited on a
far greater scale than in the past and
active interest is being shown by mining
groups all over the world, g

This is shown by the astonishing rise
in the number of applications for
Exclusive Prospecting Orders. So far this
year 66 applications have been received
compared with 11 in 1967. Some of the
world’s best known mining houses are
involved.

A car for

The areas are scattered throughout
the country, running through Bindura,
Birchenough Bridge, Bubi, Chiredzi,
Filabusi, Gokwe, Headlands, Inyati,
Makaha, Mount Darwin, Que Que,
Shamva and Sipolilo districts.

“It is probably not too much to say that
what is going on in the Rhodesian
mining industry at the present time adds
up to the most exciting development in
the Rhodesian economy since the
Kariba project was launched in the
middle 50s”,

The Secretary for Mines and Lands,
Mr. K. K. Parker, in his report for
1967, said: “The gradual re-emergence
of the mining sector as most
important of the country's economic

activities is evident to all.”

Economy satisfactory

despite U.N. sanctions

IGURES published in the
Monthly Digest of Statistics
recently released show that four
months after the imposition of

comprehensive U.N. sanctions the
domesfic economy of Rhodesia con-

tinues to operate at a satisfactory
level.

A net gain of 505 European immi-
grn.nts during the month of October
rought the net' gain to 6,231 for the
first 10 months of the year, doubling
the 1967 comparative figures.

A total of 94,600 Europeans, Asians
and Coloureds were in employment at
the end of June, the latest month for
which figures are available, compared
with 93,900 in March and 91,000 in
June, 1967,

The figure of 628,000 Africans in
employment at the end of June remains
unchanged from the March position and
it shows an increase of 4,000 up on
the figure in June, 1967.

Tourists totalled 258,000 for the first
10 months of the year—an increase of
8 per cent. on the 1967 figures.

A total of fust over £3 million worth
of building plans was passed in October
—the second monthly fi in
1968—bringing the total for &ru first
10 months of the year to £23.3 million
as compared with £12 million for the
same period last year.

Some shifts were evident in the level
of activity in particular industries in
October. Tobacco and drink output was
well up for the month, as also output
in the textile and clothing, paper and
printing and the non-metallic mineral
roduct industries. Output was also up
in the tobacco and grading industry but
slight falls are recorded in the metals
and metal products industries,

Consumption of electrical energy con-
tinued to increase in October, totalling
2383 million units, a 3 per cent. rise
over the September figures.

The wsolmle trade value index was
1299 in October, an increase of 3
points on the September figure. The
retail trade value dropped back 6 points
to 108.3 for September, the last month
for which preliminary figures are
available,

Commercial banks were slightly less
liquid in October. Total deposits were
almost unchanged at £93.3 million, how-
ever advances increased from £455§
million in September to £46.8 million
in October.

Recently the store from which he
bought the curios received pages from
the St. Louis Globe-Democrat and Post-
Dispatch which bore the advertisement
reproduced here.

Beauty and prosperity

The advertisement—which Mr. Brown
said would be seen by more than a
million Americans—included a personal
note which read:

“T have just returned from a safari to
Southern Africa, one of many visits to
these countries of unparalleled beauty
and prosperity.

“Within these countries there is vir-
tually no racial discontent or strife.
Example: There is more racial trouble
in one American city in one week than
there has been in the country of Rho-
desia in the past fifty vears. The country
of Angola was settled 300 years ago and
in all these years they have never known
internal racial problems.

“These are countries of fantastic
growth and development. The industrial
growth of Johannesburg, South Africa,
will exceed that of any American city of
equal size. These countries supply a
predominant part of the world’s gold,
diamonds, platinum and many other pre-
cious stones and minerals. No agricul-
tural area on earth exceeds the produc-
tivity of these countries, assisted as they
are by unparalleled climatic growing
conditions.

No weapons

“The soldiers of southern Africa died
alongside the American and Allied
soldiers in both World Wars I and IL.
Rhodesian and South African fliers were
among the most prominent in the Battle
of Britain. Today, we refuse to sell
them a single shell, a single gun, a single
plane—no, not even = single 4-wheel-
drive Jeep with which to defend their
beloved countries against the terror of
communism though we do supply arma-
ments to their Communist enemies.

“I would not have believed these
things possible had I not seen them with
my own eyes."”
